· Apostle Paul says he “never used flattery, nor … put on a mask” in his dealings with the Thessalonians (or anyone else!).  How was he able to be such an authentic person?

· Are there ways in which I use flattery, or other manipulative ways, and put on masks in my dealings with people, and how can I be delivered from this?
