Memory Verse
James 1:19-20
My dear brothers, take note of this: Everyone should be quick to listen, slow to speak and slow to become angry, 20 for man’s anger does not bring about the righteous life that God desires.

Reflection Questions
James 1:19-21 

· Why are people generally quick to speak, slow to listen?  What is the general state of my speaking vs. listening?

· What are some recurring reasons for my anger?

· In what way does my angry reaction to things contradict the posture of “humbly accept[ing]” the word of God?

· What must be done before I can “humbly accept the word planted” in me?

Reflection Questions

James 2:18-26
· If people observed my actions, would they see my faith by what I do?

· How do the examples of Abraham and Rahab show that faith and deeds are inseparable?

· Are there some specific areas of my life in which my faith has not been “made complete” because it is unaccompanied by concrete action?  What actions do I need to take?
